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TERMS OF REFERENCE TO UNDERTAKE RESEARCH PROJECT COE 200202 “FATALITIES
RELATED TO FALL OF GROUND DUE TO ROCK BURSTS IN THE SAMI AFTER 2009, AND
SPECIFICALLY THE INCREASE SINCE 2014”

1. BACKGROUND

The Mine Health and Safety Council (MHSC) is a national public entity (Schedule 3A) established
in terms of the Mine Health and Safety Act (MHSA), No. 29 of 1996, as amended. The MHSC is
mandated to advise the Minister of Mineral Resources and Energy (DMRE) on Occupational Health
and Safety (OHS) issues in the mining industry, relating to the development and implementation of
the MHSC annual OHS research programme, reviewing and development of mining OHS legislation
and dissemination (knowledge and technology transfer) of MHSC research outcomes to improve
OHS conditions in the South African Mining Industry (SAMI).

Prior to 2015, the annual FOG-Rock burst fatality rate had shown a decreasing trend. This improvement could be attributed
to many factors including seismic event mitigation strategies and best practice implementation. Since then, however, a
regression in the FOG and rock burst fatality rate has been noted and a detailed analysis (qualitative and quantitative) of

the possible causes contributing to the deteriorating safety performance is required.

The research questiongelate to the FOG and Rock burst related fatalities in the South African

Mining Industry (SAMI) after 2009, and specifically the increase since 2014:
i.  Isthere evidence of an increase in seismic hazards over the past 5 years?

ii.  Did the drivers of seismicity change significantly, for example production rate, pillar and

remnant mining, mining depth or mining method?
iii.  Has the minimum Magnitude of damaging events changed over time?
iv.  Has the likelihood of injury caused by rock bursts increased?

v.  Has the exposure of the workforce to seismicity and rock bursts changed significantly, for
instance the size of the workforce or total work hours spent underground (man hours worked
(MHRSW)?

vi.  How strong is the correlation between drivers of seismicity and rock burst accidents and

incidents?

vii.  Are factors unrelated to seismic hazard relevant to injuries and accidents, such as high work-
load and fatigue, poor supervision, ineffective training, non-compliance with best practice,

deliberate risk taking or other human behaviour related issues?

viii.  What was the influence of mining depth on seismic hazard and rock burst related injuries?
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iX.  Has there been an increase in the mining of high-stress blocks of ground e.g. remnants, shaft
pillars, isolated blocks of ground etc. and what percentage of the fatalities are related to this
type of mining?

X.  What was the general level of compliance with current best practice in terms of mining

methods and support methodologies?

The research should investigate in detail the causes and possible contributing factors that determined

the frequency and severity of rock burst accidents over the past five years.

2. REQUIREMENT

The MHSC seeks to appoint a service provider to conduct research on Fatalities related to
falls of ground due to rock burst in the SAMI after 2009, and specifically the increase since
2014.
1. Research Service Providers must clearly outline how they will mitigate the risk of
spreading the Corona Virus disease (COVID 19) during the execution of the project.
2. Research Service Providers must make recommendations regarding the various
dissemination gatforms that can be used to disseminate the research projects

findings/outcomes.

3. SCOPE OF WORK

Itis envisaged that the analyses and investigations will take a significant amount of effort and time. Therefore, the research

proposal is separated into 2 phases:

3.1. Phase 1:

3.1.1.  Define and identify low, moderate and high seismic risk mines in the SAMI.

3.1.2.  Provide insights and answers to the research questions above using the data collected by the MHSC Rock
Burst Task Team.

3.1.3.  Establish trends over time and patterns in space in the data set that would highlight high risk operations.

3.1.4. Determine the correlation between the various contributing factors and the accident and incident
performance.

3.1.5.  Confirm the 2011 spike in rock burst injuries and fatalities reported by a small number of gold mines.

Collect data relevant to the detailed analysis in Phase 2 from the SAMRASS forms, DMRE reports and mine
internal reports.

With specific focus on the high risk mines identified from the definition in 3.1.1, in Phase 1, provide detailed
answers to the research questions described in Section 1 above.

Perform both qualitative and quantitative analyses of causes and contributing factors separately for the
period January 2010 to December 2013 (improving safety performance), and January 2014 to December
2018 (deteriorating safety performance).

Establish whether changes in activities, sub-standard conditions, behaviours and other contributing factors
(direct or indirect) correlate with the changes in rock burst related accidents and incidents observed in the
first and second period above.

Establish the success or failure of mitigating measures applied to reduce rock burst damage and; injuries
and fatalities to workers at the identified operations.

Assess the success rate of the Seismic Risk Management Strategies at these operations, and

In the case of the 2011 spike in injuries and fatalities having been confirmed in Phase 1, determine the

reasons for the sudden increase and subsequent decrease.
